1.1 RELATED DOCUMENTS

B. Infection Control:  Policies and procedures used to minimize the risk of spreading infections, especially in hospitals and human or animal health care facilities.

1.5 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Installer qualifications: Manufacturer’s authorized representative who is trained and approved for installation of units required for this Project.

B. Source Limitations:  Obtain solid-surface modular casework through one source from a single manufacturer.

C. Manufacturer Qualifications:

1. Provider of fabricator and installer training.

2. Shop that employs skilled workers who custom fabricate and thermoform products similar to those required for this project and whose products have a record of successful in-service performance.

D. Applicable standards:

1. Standards of the following, as referenced herein:

a. American National Standards Institute (ANSI)

b. American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM)

c. National Electrical Manufacturers Association (NEMA)

d. NSF International

2. Fire test response characteristics:

a. Provide with the following Class A (Class I) surface burning characteristics as determined by testing identical products per UL 723 (ASTM E84) or another testing and inspecting agency acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction:

1) Flame Spread Index: 25 or less.

2) Smoke Developed Index: 450 or less.

1.6 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Deliver solid-surface modular casework and accessories to Project site in original, unopened packaging. 

Futrus solid-surface modular casework does not require either temperature or moisture to be regulated before delivery, storage or installation. Retain next three (3) paragraphs below only of these limitations are required for other reasons.
B. Deliver solid-surface modular casework system only after building is enclosed, wet work is complete, and HVAC system is operating and maintaining temperature and relative humidity at occupancy levels during the remainder of the construction period.

C. Store products in an enclosed area protected from moisture and heat. Maintain a consistent temperature and humidity Store products in manufacturer's unopened packaging until ready for installation. 

D. If solid-surface modular casework must be stored in other than installation areas, store only in areas where environmental conditions comply with requirements specified in “Project Conditions” Article. 

E. Keep finished surfaces protected during handling and installation with protective covering of polyethylene film or other protective covering during handling and installation. Refer to CLEANING AND PROTECTION in Part 3 of this section 
1.7 PROJECT CONDITIONS
Environmental Limitations: Futrus solid-surface modular casework system does not require either temperature or moisture to be regulated before delivery, storage or installation. Retain paragraph below only if limitations are required for other reasons and papragraphs in DELIVERY STORAGE AND HANDLING above are retained.
A. Environmental Limitations:  Do not deliver or install manufactured wood casework until spaces are enclosed and weather-tight, wet work in spaces is complete and dry, work above ceilings is complete, and temporary HVAC system is operating and maintaining ambient temperature and humidity conditions at occupancy levels during the remainder of the construction period.

B. Field Measurements: Where solid-surface modular casework is indicated to fit to other construction, verify dimensions of other construction by field measurements before fabrication, and indicate measurements on shop drawings, Coordinate fabrication schedule with construction progress to avoid delaying the work.
1. Locate concealed framing, blocking, and reinforcements that support solid-surface modular casework system by field measurements before being enclosed, and indicate measurements on shop drawings.

2. Any reengineering of sizes or arrangement of units must be reviewed by the Architect prior to fabrication.

1.8 COORDINATION

A. Coordinate sizes and locations of framing, blocking, furring, reinforcements, and other related units of work specified on other Sections to ensure that solid-surface modular casework system can be supported and installed as indicated.
1.9 WARRANTY

A. Special Warranty:  Manufacturer's standard form in which manufacturer agrees to repair or replace solid-surface modular casework components that fail in materials or workmanship within specified warranty period. 

Warranty period listed in paragraph below is FUTRUS standard. Other warranty periods are available. Contact FUTRUS for additional warranty options to fit the specific project

1. Warranty Period:  Five years from date of Substantial Completion. 

2. Warranties do not apply in the event of neglect or abuse or the unit or parts involved.

2. Sides, Ends, Bottoms, Soffits, and Items Not Otherwise Indicated are made from solid sheets of Corian® Design, minimum .25 inch sheet material.

B. OPTIONAL COMPONENTS

2. Endcaps:  Provide as needed to close spaces between cabinets, wall systems and walls, ceilings, and indicated equipment.  Fabricate from same material and with same finish as cabinets or wall system. 

3. Trim Flanges:  Formed solid surface trim fabricated from same material and with same finish as solid surface cabinets.  Provide at perimeter of recessed cabinets.

PART 3 -  EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Examine areas, with Installer present, for compliance with requirements for installation tolerances, location of reinforcements, and other conditions affecting performance of solid-surface modular casework.

1. Do not begin installation until substrates have been properly prepared.

2. Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.

3.2 INSTALLATION OF MODULAR CABINETS 
A. Install in accordance with manufacturer's written instructions by an approved installer. 

B. Install solid-surface modular casework only after painting, utility roughing-in and similar operations have been completed in installation areas.

C. Install level, plumb, and true; shim as required, using concealed shims.  Where solid-surface modular casework abuts other finished work, apply [endcaps] [and trim flanges] for accurate fit, with fasteners concealed where practical.  
D. Do not exceed the following tolerances:

1. Variation of Tops of Base Cabinets from Level:  1/16 inch in 10 feet (1.5 mm in 3 m).

2. Variation of Bottoms of Upper Cabinets from Level:  1/8 inch in 10 feet (3 mm in 3 m).

3. Variation of Faces of Cabinets from a True Plane:  1/8 inch in 10 feet (3 mm in 3 m).

4. Variation of Adjacent Cabinet Surfaces from a True Plane (Lippage):  1/32 inch (0.8 mm).

5. Variation in Alignment of Adjacent Door and Drawer Edges:  1/16 inch (1.5 mm).

E. Install hardware uniformly and precisely. Set hinges snug and flat in mortises unless otherwise indicated. Adjust and align hardware so moving parts operate freely and contact points meet accurately. Allow for final adjustment after installation.

F. Adjust solid-surface modular casework and hardware so doors and drawers align and operate smoothly without warp or bind and contact points meet accurately.  Lubricate operating hardware as recommended by manufacturer.

3.3 CLEANING AND PROTECTING

A. Repair or remove and replace defective work as directed on completion of installation.

B. Clean finished surfaces, touch up as required, and remove or refinish damaged or soiled areas to match original factory finish as approved by Architect.

C. Protect countertop surfaces during construction with 6-mil- (0.15-mm-) thick polyethylene or other suitable water-resistant covering.  Tape to underside of countertop at minimum of 48 inches (1200 mm) o.c.
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
