3.1 EXAMINATION

A.
Examine areas, with Installer present, for compliance with requirements for installation tolerances, location of reinforcements, and other conditions affecting performance of solid-surface modular casework.

3.2      INSTALLATION

A. Install in accordance to manufacturer’s instructions
B. Install hardware uniformly and precisely. Set hinges snug and flat in mortises unless otherwise indicated. Adjust and align hardware so moving parts operate freely and contact points meet accurately. Allow for final adjustment after installation.

C. Adjust solid-surface modular casework and hardware so doors and drawers align and operate smoothly without warp or bind and contact points meet accurately.  Lubricate operating hardware as recommended by manufacturer.
